BASF Chemical Corporation Bursary 2006

Two financial awards ($500 US) 
DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION:  April 30, 2006

PURPOSE

To support post-secondary studies in the field of Engineering, BASF is awarding the Greater Essex County District School Board two, $500 bursaries annually to two graduating secondary school students.  
Each secondary school, under the jurisdiction of the Greater Essex County District School Board, may submit one nominee for college entrance and one nominee for university entrance each year.  In the event that there is more than one candidate from the school, the Head of Science is asked to review the submissions and identify one nominee for each of the awards.  
ELIGIBILITY

a) The applicant must have graduated or will graduate during the current academic year from a high school located within the Greater Essex County District School Board 
b) The applicant must be accepted for admission as a full time student to St. Clair College or the University of Windsor in the field of engineering
c) All requested information must be provided or the application will not be considered.

d) Note:  the selection criteria for these awards will not be based solely on academics.

Applicants will be required to submit:

· Applicant’s Letter – a short statement outlining the applicant’s purpose in pursuing further studies in Engineering; a brief summary of the applicant’s interests and specific participation in the school and in the community; and, an description of short and long term career goals
· A Current Transcript

· One Letter of Reference 
· Proof of acceptance into a first year program of study at a University or College (to be provided prior to receiving the bursary)

Completed application package to be forwarded by the Head of Guidance who will forward them on to the designated School Board Official at the Administrative Office.  
PRESENTATION
The successful candidates will be notified by mail on or before June 20 of each year.   All applicants must ensure they have included their current mailing address and postal code on the Applicant’s letter. 
The nominees will be ranked by a committee and in the event that the student ranked first proves to be ineligible, the award would pass to the second or third nominee.

This award will be given to any student only once and it is not renewable.  The selection committee reserves the right to withhold the award in any given year.
