W. L. CLARK SCHOLARSHIP/BURSARY IS AVAILABLE TO STUDENTS ATTENDING A CITY OF WINDSOR SECONDARY SCHOOL UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF THE WINDSOR PUBLIC SCHOOL BOARD (NOW GREATER ESSEX COUNTY DISTRICT SCHOOL BOARD) AND WHO WILL BE CONTINUING THEIR EDUCATION AT A UNIVERSITY.
The W. L. Clark Scholarship and Bursary Fund was established in memory of Willis Lumgair Clark.  Mr. Clark was the former editor of The Windsor Record later known as The Windsor Star.  Mr. Clark passed away in 1974 and bequeathed a portion of his estate to The Board of Education for the City of Windsor.  He stipulated that the funds be distributed to students who were pursing their post-secondary studies at a university.  In addition to contributing to school activities, he maintained that recipients should demonstrate strong leadership abilities, initiative and academic achievement.

· maintained a good academic standing.

· Letters of Reference are required:  minimum - one from a teacher and one from the community.

· Submit application to your Guidance Office by March 31
