Siro Martinello

On January 27, 1983, the Windsor and sur​rounding areas had lost one of their most active and supportive citizens with the untimely death of Siro Martinello at the very young age of 49.

Siro was a lifelong resident of Windsor after emigrating from Italy at the age of 6 months. The son of Frank and Sussana Martinello flour​ished in fastball and basketball in the city recreation leagues during the 1950s.

In the mid '50s, Siro pitched fastball with the Duplate Royals who went on to win the Canadian Fastball Championship. His athletic career was cut short in 1958 by a long strug​gle with tuberculosis, which left him bedridden for over a year. It was at this time that Siro's efforts were put forth in pursuing an excellent coach​ing and managing career during the 1960s.

Siro was one of the founding members of the Windsor Minor Hockey Association.  He was also elected president, a position he held for 22 years until his untimely death.

Siro was inducted into the Wind​sor and Essex County Sports Hall of Fame at a dinner held on October 16,1993, for his extensive efforts on be​half of minor hockey. He was also well known for his support of la​crosse and figure skating in the city of Windsor during the '60s and '70s.

One of Siro's main objectives was to assist the young people of our 

com​munity in furthering their educational dreams through their athletic abilities.
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He was very instrumental in help​ing many attend college and univer​sity by way of athletic scholarships. His sage advice was appreciated by young and old alike.

The Siro Martinello Memorial Bursary Fund is a registered Ontario corporation and charitable organiza​tion founded to perpetuate and hon​our the memory of this very outstand​ing citizen.

Shortly after the sudden death of Siro Mart​inello, a group of fam​ily and friends were brought together with the common goal to perpetuate his name. The Siro Martinello Memorial Bursary Fund was then founded.

Since its inception in 1983, the committee has awarded 91 financial bursaries, (not counting this years re​cipients) to Windsor and Essex county students who elected to con​tinue their post-secondary education at the University of Windsor or St. Clair College.

Many of the recipients have now graduated and have expressed their appreciation to the committee for the financial assistance that they re​ceived.

We the committee members feel very strongly that these recipients and the bursaries they received, are very significant and visible reminders of the dedication and generosity of Siro Martinello.
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The combination of the pursuit of excellence in education and sport, along with sharing their talents with others through community involve​ment, was something Siro believed in. The committee is proud to per​petuate these very important beliefs within the young and talented peo​ple of our community.

The committee wishes to thank everyone who contributes to these bursaries through donations, assist​ance or participating in our annual golf invitational.

Together we are honouring the contributions of a very outstanding citizen, Siro Martinello, and at the same time, assisting with the growth and development of our area's youth.

We are confident that Siro is both pleased and proud.

Bursaries of a minimum of $500.00 may be made available each year to students entering the University of Windsor or St. Clair College.


(a) A minimum of 2 bursaries may be awarded to students entering St. Clair College.


(b) A minimum of 2 bursaries may be awarded to students entering the University of Windsor.                               

 3.
In order to be eligible to receive the Bursary:

(a) the applicant must have graduated or will graduate during the current academic year from
               a high school located in Windsor or Essex County.

         (b) the applicant must be accepted for admission as a full time student to the Uni​versity of 
               Windsor or St. Clair College.

         (c) all requested information must be provided or the application will not be considered.

4.
A student who withdraws from either academic institution during the academic year is not eligible for a tuition refund.

5.
The Bursary is valid only for use at the University of Windsor or St. Clair College but is not contingent upon the participation of the recipient in any extracurricular activity.

6.
The Bursary will be paid to the University of Windsor or St. Clair College on behalf of the successful candidate at the time of full time registration.

7.
The Bursary is for one academic year and is not renewable.

SELECTION CRITERIA

(i) participation and achievement in the life and activities of the school, athletics and com​munity; (ii) leadership qualities and assistance to others; (iii) scholastic record; (iv) financial need; (v) character and personal qualities.

SELECTION DATE

The Siro Martinello Memorial Bursaries will be presented annually on a date designated by the Siro Martinello Bursary committee.

1. APPLICANT’S LETTER

This application must be accompanied by a signed letter prepared by the applicant.

This application should contain:

(i)
information concerning prizes, scholarships, or awards won by the applicant in any endeavour;

(ii)
a short statement of the applicant's purposes in seeking to attend university/ college and of his or her proposed program of study;

(iii)
a brief summary of the applicant's interests and specific participation in school, community, athletics, church, team, etc., activities;

(iv)
information on financial need, parental/guardian income and expenses, personal earnings and family profile, etc.

2. TRANSCRIPT
A Transcript of high school grades MUST accompany the application. If the current aca​demic year has not been completed prior to the application deadline, midterm grades may be submitted. Photocopies are sufficient.

3. REFERENCES
Please include the names, addresses and phone numbers of three references. One reference should be a high school teacher, counsellor or administrator. The others should be individu​als in the community (not a teacher or a relative) who know you well. Particular importance will be attached to the information submitted by your references. (see Selection Criteria). Your references should therefore be selected with great care.
