	Introduction to Business

This course builds a foundation for further studies in business and helps students develop the business knowledge and skills they will need in their everyday lives.

	Geography of Canada

Students will use a variety of geotechnologies and inquiry and communication methods to analyse and evaluate geographic issues and present their findings.

In all strands, the focus is on developing and consolidating key foundational mathematical concepts and skills by solving authentic, everyday problems.
